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Regulations

1.The minimum graduation requirement is 128 credits, including 26 university-
required credits, 66 department-required credits, and 36 professional elective credits.

2.The number of credits to be taken each semester is as follows: students in the first
through third year shall take 1625 credits per semester, while fourth-year students
shall take 9-25 credits per semester. Detailed regulations shall be governed by the
University Academic Regulations.

3. For the International Student Industry-Academia Collaboration Program of this
department, internship credits are calculated based on 60 hours per credit.

4. Principles for Internship Course Substitution: Students who are unable to
participate in internships with departmental approval must complete designated
substitute internship courses, and the credits earned may be recognized toward
graduation requirements.

5. For the courses “Off-Campus Industrial Internship (I),” “Off-Campus Industrial
Internship (IT),” “Off-Campus Industrial Internship (III),” “Off-Campus Industrial
Internship (IV),” “Off-Campus Industrial Internship (V),” “Off-Campus Industrial
Internship (VI),” “Beauty Industry Practical Internship (I),” “Beauty Industry
Practical Internship (II),” “Beauty Industry Practical Internship (III),” “Advanced
Beauty Industry Practical Internship (I),” “Advanced Beauty Industry Practical
Internship (II),” and “Advanced Beauty Industry Practical Internship (III)” offered in
the department’s International Student Industry-Academia Collaboration Program,
each credit hour is limited to a maximum of 60 internship hours for students.
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
